	Mathematics
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	· Addition and subtraction within 20 - adding by counting on, adding using number bonds, make bonds to 20.   Subtraction within 10 and crossing 10. 
· Place Value within 50 - counting forwards and backwards to 50, tens and ones, represent numbers to 50, one more one less, ordering numbers within 50, counting in 2s and 5s.

· Length and height - comparing lengths and heights, measuring length using non-standard units, introducing the ruler, adding and subtracting length problems.
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	· Explore a range of fiction texts, read interactive eBooks, listen and respond to the stories then re-tell them in their own words.  Discuss and describe characters, describe story settings and plots.  

· Reading comprehension activities.

· Written work covering recount, narrative, instructions and a diary entry.  Correct sentence formation, use of capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks.
· Read and discuss stories by Martin Waddell, as chosen author for the term.
· Practise correct letter formation of lower- and upper-case letters.
· Daily phonics practice, revising Phase 4 and introducing Phase 5.
