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	In Maths, we will be consolidating our place value knowledge and developing our addition and subtraction skills. We will also be exploring the properties of shape. 
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	This term we will be looking at a range of classic and modern literature, and developing our story writing skills, with an emphasis on writing for pleasure. We will also be exploring poetry whilst observing seasonal changes. Class texts will include Dogger, Lost in the Toy Museum and Leaf Man.


	Science
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	In Science we will be learning about animals, including humans; observing seasonal changes and learning about the properties of different materials.
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	In computing this term, we will be learning about internet safety and beginning to practise touch typing.


	Humanities
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	History
In history, we will be exploring the history of toys. As part of this, we will be visiting the doll’s house collection at Wallington. We will also learn about the Gunpowder Plot. 
Geography

The girls will explore the UK by looking at individual countries, capital cities, human and physical features.

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	This term we will be learning all about the festivals of Christmas and Hannukah and talking about expressions of belonging. In PSHE we will be talking about families and friends and being polite and respectful.

	In art this term we will be exploring Natural Art and learning about Andy Goldsworthy.
In DT will be designing and making a toy, linking with our history topic learning about the history of toys.

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	In Spanish we will be continuing to practise greetings and introductions. We are learning how to describe objects, and learning new vocabulary including animals, colours, months of the year and days of the week.
