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	Year 1
This term we will continue to consolidate our understanding of place value, addition and subtraction. We will be using rulers and meter sticks to measure length and height accurately and exploring mass and volume using measuring jugs and cylinders.

Year 2

This term we will continue to familiarise ourselves with our times tables and work on our multiplication and division skills. We will continue to look closely at money; including making different amounts and giving change. We will be measuring length, height, mass capacity and temperature. 
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	This term we will be exploring a range of non-fiction texts and developing our report writing skills. We will be looking at the different features of non-chronological reports, e.g. subheadings, diagrams, facts and captions.
We will also continue to explore storytelling and fiction writing with an in-depth study of the traditional tale ‘Sleeping Beauty’. As part of our ‘Sensational Safari’ topic in Spring 2 we will be exploring the story ‘The Day the Elephants Led the Parade’. 

	Science
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	In Science we will be learning about living things in their habitats and how different animals are adapted to survive in different conditions. We will also be looking at materials and their properties and discussing why some materials are better suited to different tasks. In Spring 2, as the weather improves, we will be looking at plants and what they need to survive and thrive. 
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	In computing this term, we will be learning about digital photography.
